Park clean-up:  Our park clean-up is set for May 6 & 7. A dumpster will be provided for park trash. Please make sure you dump your garbage and debris in the appropriate areas. All BBQ’s, bikes, lawn chairs and any metal items go in the dumpster. Please do not leave beside the dumpster for caretakers to dispose of, or dump in the grass and clippings areas. Lots must be mowed and cleaned by May 15.  A strictly enforced fine of $100 plus mowing and cleaning fee will be imposed as directed by the voter approved By-laws if not done by this date. No warning letters will be sent prior to fine. It is your responsibility to make sure that your lot is in compliance. All lots must have a 4x4 post with lot number on it. It also must have an arrow pointing toward the lot. This is your responsibility to make sure this is done by May 15 to avoid any fine.
Pool Update: Brian has been in contact with DOH and says we are on schedule for the pool to open in May. He will have monthly updates at the meetings. 

Lot Transfers: All lot sales or transfers must be approved by the board before sale. Members are encouraged to not transfer monies until board approves sale. Measuring of the lot will need to be done before lot sale is finalized. A Washington State Conviction Criminal History Record background check is required for membership approval.  Member must pay the $15 fee per person for background checks.
50th Anniversary volunteers are needed. Our celebration will be Memorial Day weekend in conjunction with the opening of the pool. We are looking for donations for BBQ food items and need help cooking and serving the food. We will need several volunteers so please let Tracy Dawson know if you are interested. Also, all suggestions are welcome.
Board positions: If interested in running for a positon on the board please let Kim Adams know or announce at the meeting. Positions open this year are as follow President, Treasurer, Positions 5, 6, 7, 9.
Reminders: 
1. Walking through another member’s lot is not permitted without permission at any time.
2. Speed limit in the park is 10 MPH at all times.

3. Riding hours are 9:00 am to 7:00 pm for kids and 9:00 am to 9:00 pm for adults.
4. Helmets are strongly encouraged.

5. Bylaws and Rules and regulations are available online or at the store in the park. Along with most forms.
6. Membership dues and fees must be paid in full by March 31. If not paid by this date, a $200 suspension fee will be imposed and cards will be deactivated at member’s expense.
7. All ATV’s, golf carts and bikes must have a flag. Motorized vehicles must have a sticker before riding in the park. No exceptions.

· Ice is $3.00 a bag

· Quiet hours are 10:00pm to 9:00am. Please be courteous to your fellow campers.
